TYPE OF FUNGUS ON IT. THE FUNGUS WAS PART OF A FAMILY 

OF PARASITICAL MICROBES. THE ONLY ANSWER THAT THE 

FARMER HAD FOUND TO FIGHT THE FIESTY FUNGUS WAS TO   

SPRAY HIS FIELDS WITH A TOXIC CHEMICAL THAT WAS NOT 

CERTIFIED. IT WAS THE ONLY METHOD THAT OFFERED HIM ANY 

HOPE OF SUCCESS. UNFORTUNATELY, WHEN THE FARMER BEGAN 

TO SPRAY HIS FIELDS, THE FEDERAL AGENT FROM THE FDA WAS 

IN THE AREA. THE FEDERAL AGENTS OPINION OF THE FUNGUS 

WAS THAT IT WAS NOT AT A STAGE OF SIGNIFICANT CONCERN. HE 

OFFERED THE FARMER A CHOICE, STOP THE CONTAMINATION OF
